A. In most cases, yes.

Q: Can | burn leaves?

A: No. Leaves and
organic waste are not
legal to burn due to
the amount of smoke
and smell crated.

Q:lliveina
subdivision where a
builder is burning
debris. Is this allowed?

A: No. Builders are not
allowed to burn
construction material.
Contact Macomb
911 to have MTFD
personnel address the
issue.
